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Dear Parents,

I hope you have all had a wonderful Christmas holiday and I wish you all a very happy New Year.
 	
This term, we will be covering a range of topics in Maths starting with fractions, decimals and percentages before moving on to ratio and geometry. It is important that the children continue completing their weekly maths homework to consolidate their learning in class. Additional work from the homework book may also be completed to revise areas of maths already covered and further develop their mathematical confidence (the answers are in the back of the book). Children should also practise their times tables and number facts at home to continue to develop speed and accuracy, using Times Table Rockstars and Top Marks Hit the Button can also help with this. 

In English, the children will continue to work on developing their reading skills and comprehension. The first book we will be exploring is Letters from the Lighthouse before sharing war poems.  We will continue our writing journey by writing biographies, balanced arguments and war poems then news reports and a war themed story. We will be using a range of exciting books to help us develop our writing ideas and there will also be a lot of work explored to develop the children’s grammar, punctuation and spelling further.

In Science, first we will explore light then learn more about the human body, identifying and naming the main parts of the human circulatory system and recognise the impact of diet and exercise. In History, we will study World War 2, explore trade in Geography, and discuss what motivates Humanists to lead good lives in R.E. and explore Christianity 2000 years after the birth of Jesus. To develop our creativity, we will be improving our vocal and instrumental range in music, continuing to learn to play the ukulele and explore chromatic art styles in our art lessons. In P.E. this term, we will work on netball, dance, tennis and football. Our computer skills will continue to be developed using a range of apps including Pages, Keynote, iMovie and Garage Band as well as continuing to share important e-safety messages. In PSHE, we will be thinking about dreams & goals and being healthy and we will be continuing our learning journey in our Latin lessons.  

As the children will be sitting their SATs tests this year, it is important that weekly Maths and English homework is completed carefully and to the best of their ability. This will be sent home each Tuesday to be completed by the following Monday. Spellings will also be given on a Tuesday and tested the following Monday.  

In addition to this, children should read at home at least 4 or 5 times a week for 15 minutes of more.  Reading Records will be collected in weekly to check reading materials and quantity of reading. Children can choose an appropriate reading book from the class collection, a book from home or one from the library; enjoying a variety of ‘books for pleasure’ is greatly encouraged.





P.E. will take place on Thursday and Friday.  Children should continue to come dressed in their PE kits on these days.  They may wear their PE hoodies or Leavers hoodies on these days.
