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Information for parents

Dear parents and guardians,

Welcome back after the Easter break! I am very much looking forward to continuing to teach our Year 3 pupils and hope to make your child’s Summer term in KS2 both exciting and enjoyable, while supporting them to progress confidently on their learning journey.

	English 
In English the children will work on reading skills, comprehension, grammar and punctuation, narrative story writing, fables, instructions and adverts. We will continue to use a range of exciting fictional and non-fictional texts linked to our Science and Foundation subjects to build on our general knowledge and help develop our creative ideas.

Reading
Children will need to read at home at least 4 or 5 times a week for 10 to 15 minutes.  Reading Records will be collected in every week to reward children who read regularly, and to check reading materials and quantity of reading. Children will choose their school reading book from their designated reading level but please continue to read for pleasure at home and record any additional texts being read at home. 
	Maths
This term in Maths we will be consolidating our mental and written strategies for Addition and Subtraction as well as to continue to learn about fractions, shapes, and measurements to build essential logical thinking, spatial awareness, and everyday problem-solving skills, predicting future success in mathematics.. From the future multiplication check, it is important that children learn their 2, 3, 4-, 5-, 8- and 10-times tables off by heart (including division facts). They should practise weekly on Times Table Rockstars, log on details can be found on their purple homework folders.  

Science 
In Science, we will explore the requirements of plants for life and growth (air, light, water, nutrients from soil and room to grow) and how they vary from plant to plant alongside learning about the part that flowers play in the lifecycle of flowering plants, including pollination, seed formation and seed dispersal.

	Foundation Subjects
In History, we will learn all about the Ancient Egyptians to explore a groundbreaking civilization that pioneered math, medicine, and engineering, leaving a legacy in art and architecture. In Geography we will study how rivers to understand vital water cycles, environmental conservation, and human history. In RE, we will ask learning about the importance of symbols in Hinduism and the sacred book of the Qur’an for Muslims. Create sculptures using clay like an Egyptian and through Textiles take their 2D design and create a 3D product. In music, Year 3 will improve our vocal/instrumental range. In Computing, the children will further develop their essential digital literacy, foster critical problem-solving skills, and prepare for a future job market where technology skills are foundational. In PSHE, we will be learning about relationships in society helps children build healthy social and emotional skills, fostering empathy, resilience, and respect and we will also be continuing to develop our Latin this coming term focussing on mosaics and the story of Midas.

In P.E. this term, we will focus on Outdoor Adventure Learning, Cricket, Athletics and Rounders
Year 3 PE lessons will be every Tuesday morning and Thursday morning.
Please can the children wear their PE kit for school on the days of PE.
